Standards (IND AS) as prescribed under section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 3 of the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) 

Rules, 2015, as amended and Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations 2015. 

2 During the quarter ended September 30, 2023, the Scheme of Arrangement between Bajaj Electricals Limited ("Demerged entity") and Bajel 

Projects Limited ("Resulting entity") and their respective shareholders ("Scheme") became effective after regulatory approvals and conditions 

precedent. Accordingly. as per the Scheme, the de merger of Demerged entity into Resulting entity has been accounted under the pooling of 
interest method retrospectively as prescribed in IND AS 103 Business Combinations of entities under common control resulting in capital reserve 

of Rs. 53,560.04 lakhs. The previous period corresponding numbers have been accordingly restated. The impact on these results is as under:
